Rev 1:4 John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace from Him who is and who 

was and who is to come, and from the seven Spirits who are before His throne, 5 and from Jesus Christ, 

the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth. To Him who 

loved us and washed us from our sins in His own blood,

Foxes Book of Martyrs: Chapter 1, Paragraph 16 

The “beloved disciple,” was brother to James the Great. The churches of Smyrna, Pergamos, 

Sardis, Philadelphia, Laodicea, and Thyatira, were founded by him. From Ephesus he was ordered 

to be sent to Rome, where it is affirmed he was cast into a cauldron of boiling oil. He escaped by 

miracle, without injury. Domitian afterwards banished him to the Isle of Patmos, where he wrote 

the Book of Revelation. Nerva, the successor of Domitian, recalled him. He was the only Apostle 

who escaped violent death. 
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Revelation 1:10 I was in the Spirit on the Lord's Day, and I heard behind me a loud voice, as of a trumpet, 

11 saying, "I am the Alpha and the Omega, the First and the Last," and, "What you see, write in a book 

and send it to the seven churches which are in Asia: to Ephesus, to Smyrna, to Pergamos, to Thyatira, to 

Sardis, to Philadelphia, and to Laodicea." Then I turned to see the voice that spoke with me. And having 

turned I saw seven golden lampstands,  

 

Col 1:13 He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the 

Son of His love, 14 in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins.  

 

Revelation 1:13 and in the midst of the seven lampstands One like the Son of Man, clothed with a 

garment down to the feet and girded about the chest with a golden band. 14 His head and hair were white 

like wool, as white as snow, and His eyes like a flame of fire;  

 

Matt 17:2 and He was transfigured before them. His face shone like the sun, and His clothes 

became as white as the light.  

 

Revlation 1:15 His feet were like fine brass, as if refined in a furnace, and His voice as the sound of many 

waters; 16 He had in His right hand seven stars, out of His mouth went a sharp two-edged sword, and His 

countenance was like the sun shining in its strength.
