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Note from Roger Oakland founder of 
Understanding the Times Ministry 
(http://www.understandthetimes.org):  Over 
the past few days a number of news items have 
been posted revealing that dialogue for world 
peace between Pope Benedict XVI and other 
world religious leaders (Islamic, Jewish and 

Buddhist) has been intensifying. While these events are happening and line up with 
what we would expect based on the warnings found in Scripture, fewer and fewer 
who profess to be Bible believing Christians seem to be aware or even care.  
 
This past week (while speaking at a Pastor's and church leader's conference) I was 
told by a conference organizer that exposing the Roman Catholic "Peace Plan" was 
irrelevant and insignificant. My second talk (that had been previously announced) 
that would have dealt with the "Emergent Church: Another Road to Rome" was 
canceled and I was asked to speak on an unrelated topic.  

Note from Pastor Kevin Lea:  The conference was a Calvary Chapel 
Pastors Conference in the Midwest, the conference organizer who 
confronted Roger was Gayle Erwin.  Based on my interactions with Gayle 
in years past, I am not surprised at his censoring of Roger’s very important 
message to the church pastors.   

Even though Gayle wrote the book, Jesus Style, he appears to neglect the 
biblical teachings which show that one of Jesus’ styles was to warn the 
people of his day about false teachings that were leading people astray.

Mark 12:38  Then He said to them in His teaching, "Beware of the 



scribes [popes], who desire to go around in long robes, love 
greetings in the marketplaces,  39  "the best seats in the 
synagogues, and the best places at feasts,  40  "who devour 
widows' houses, and for a pretense make long prayers. These will 
receive greater condemnation."  (NKJ) 

It was also the Apostle Paul’s style to warn.  The entire word of God is a 
warning to man to turn away from false prophets/teachers and associated 
idols and instead turn toward the only God and Savior, Jesus Christ.  

Acts 20:29  "For I know this, that after my departure savage wolves 
will come in among you, not sparing the flock.  30  "Also from 
among yourselves men will rise up, speaking perverse things, to 
draw away the disciples after themselves.  31  "Therefore watch, 
and remember that for three years I did not cease to warn 
everyone night and day with tears.  (NKJ)     

I Jn 5:19 We know that we are of God, and the whole world lies 
under the sway of the wicked one---  21  Little children, keep 
yourselves from idols. Amen.  (NKJ)   

It is tragic that those pastors were not allowed to hear the second part of 
Roger’s warning at the conference, but I am sure part-one helped them to 
become better informed about issues affecting the spiritual health of the 
sheep entrusted to their care.

The meeting between Benedict XVI and the Dalai Lama is "a unique 
moment that heralds peace in bringing together the disciples of Christ and 
Buddha.

The 49th International Eucharistic Congress in Canada will focus on the 
Eucharist as 
gift, covenant and life of the world, reported the archbishop of Quebec. 
 
Cardinal Marc Ouellet, whose diocese will host the event in 2008, updated 
Canada's bishops on the event on the opening day of the plenary assembly of 
Canada's episcopal conference, Oct. 16-20. 
 
The cardinal said Monday that the theme of the Eucharistic congress will be: 
"The Eucharist, Gift of God for the Life of the World." 
 
The communications office of the Canadian bishops' conference said that 
organizers expect 15,000 participants, including 10,000 Canadians, to attend 
the congress, which will take place from June 15-22, 2008. The event 
coincides with the 400th anniversary of the founding of Quebec City. 
 
A novelty to this congress will be the Ark of the New Covenant, a 
replication of the Ark of the Covenant of the Old Testament, which was 
blessed by Benedict XVI last May. 
 

Note from Pastor Kevin Lea:  As you can see 
in this picture, it is a lie to say that the Ark of 
the New Covenant is a replica of the Old 
Testament Ark (which contained the Ten

Commandments, a jar of Manna and Aarons rod that budded).  
 
This Ark is a Pope blessed and dedicated idol of the Catholic Mary, the so 
called Queen of Heaven.  It should be noted that the Catholics did not invent 
the idea of a Queen of Heaven; the Devil Satan inspired the apostate Jews of 
Jeremiah’s day to worship a female deity instead of almighty God.

28  'Yet a small number who escape the sword shall return from the 
land of Egypt to the land of Judah; and all the remnant of Judah, 
who have gone to the land of Egypt to dwell there, shall know whose 
words will stand, Mine or theirs.  (NKJ)   

 
The Ark of the New Covenant will be carried in procession, from one 
diocese to another, from church to church, in spiritual preparation for the 
International Eucharistic Congress. 
 
Benedict XVI has told Cardinal Ouellet that he hopes to come to the closing 
ceremony on June 22, but the trip has not been officially confirmed. 
 
The Apostle Paul: 
 

2 Cor 6:16  And what agreement has the temple of God with idols? 
For you are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will 
dwell in them and walk among them. I will be their God, and they 
shall be My people."  17  Therefore "Come out from among them and 
be separate, says the Lord.
