Revelation 2:1 "To the angel of the church of Ephesus write, 'These things says He who holds the seven 

stars in His right hand, who walks in the midst of the seven golden lampstands: 2 "I know your works, 

your labor, your patience, and that you cannot bear those who are evil. And you have tested those who say 

they are apostles and are not, and have found them liars; 3 and you have persevered and have patience, 

and have labored for My name's sake and have not become weary. 4 Nevertheless I have this against you, 

that you have left your first love. 5 Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent and do the 

first works, or else I will come to you quickly and remove your lampstand from its place — unless you 

repent. 6 But this you have, that you hate the deeds of the Nicolaitans, which I also hate. 7 "He who has an 

ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who overcomes I will give to eat from the 

tree of life, which is in the midst of the Paradise of God."'  

 

Acts 19:9 But when some were hardened and did not believe, but spoke evil of the Way before the 

multitude, he departed from them and withdrew the disciples, reasoning daily in the school of 

Tyrannus. 10 And this continued for two years, so that all who dwelt in Asia heard the word of the 

Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks. 11 Now God worked unusual miracles by the hands of Paul, 12 

so that even handkerchiefs or aprons were brought from his body to the sick, and the diseases left 

them and the evil spirits went out of them.  

 

Acts 19:13 Then some of the itinerant Jewish exorcists took it upon themselves to call the name of 

the Lord Jesus over those who had evil spirits, saying, "We exorcise you by the Jesus whom Paul 

preaches." 14 Also there were seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish chief priest, who did so. 15 And the 

evil spirit answered and said, "Jesus I know, and Paul I know; but who are you?" 16 Then the man 

in whom the evil spirit was leaped on them, overpowered them, and prevailed against them, so that 

they fled out of that house naked and wounded.  

 

Acts 19:17 This became known both to all Jews and Greeks dwelling in Ephesus; and fear fell on 

them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was magnified. 18 And many who had believed came 

confessing and telling their deeds. 19 Also, many of those who had practiced magic brought their 

books together and burned them in the sight of all. And they counted up the value of them, and it 

totaled fifty thousand pieces of silver. 20 So the word of the Lord grew mightily and prevailed.  

  
FOXES BOOK OF MARTYRS - TIMOTHY -  The Second Persecution, Under Domitian, STARTING IN 

A.D. 81, Timothy was the celebrated disciple of St. Paul, and bishop of Ephesus, where he zealously 

governed the Church until A.D. 97 A.D. At this period, as the pagans were about to celebrate a feast called 

Catagogion, Timothy, meeting the procession, severely reproved them for their ridiculous idolatry, which so 

exasperated the people that they fell upon him with their clubs, and beat him in so dreadful a manner that he 

expired of the bruises two days later. 

  

Revelation 2:4 Nevertheless I have this against you, that you have left your first love.  

5 Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent and do the first works, or else I will come 

to you quickly and remove your lampstand from its place — unless you repent.  

6 But this you have, that you hate the deeds of the Nicolaitans, which I also hate.  

 

Rev 2:14 PERGAMOS But I have a few things against you, because you have there those who 

hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balak to put a stumbling block before the children of 

Israel, to eat things sacrificed to idols, and to commit sexual immorality. 15 Thus you also have 

those who hold the doctrine of the Nicolaitans, which thing I hate.  
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https://www.gotquestions.org/Nicolaitans.html Clement of Alexandria (150-215 AD) says, “They abandoned 

themselves to pleasure like goats, leading a life of self-indulgence.” Their teaching perverted grace and 

replaced liberty with license.The exact origin of the Nicolaitans is unclear. Some Bible commentators 

believe they were a heretical sect who followed the teachings of Nicolas—whose name means “one who 

conquers the people”—who was possibly one of the deacons of the early church mentioned in Acts 6:5.  

 

1 Peter 5:1 The elders who are among you I exhort, I who am a fellow elder and a witness of the 

sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that will be revealed: 2 Shepherd (PASTOR) 

the flock of God which is among you, serving as overseers, not by compulsion but willingly, not 

for dishonest gain but eagerly; 3 nor as being lords over those entrusted to you, but being examples 

to the flock; 4 and when the Chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the crown of glory that does 

not fade away.  

 

Revelation 2:7 "He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who 

overcomes I will give to eat from the tree of life, which is in the midst of the Paradise of God."'  

 

Gen 2:8 The Lord God planted a garden eastward in Eden, and there He put the man whom He had 

formed. 9 And out of the ground the Lord God made every tree grow that is pleasant to the sight 

and good for food. The tree of life was also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the 

knowledge of good and evil. NKJV  

 

Gen 3:22 Then the Lord God said, "Behold, the man has become like one of Us, to know good and 

evil. And now, lest he put out his hand and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live forever" 

— 23 therefore the Lord God sent him out of the garden of Eden to till the ground from which he 

was taken. 24 So He drove out the man; and He placed cherubim at the east of the garden of Eden, 

and a flaming sword which turned every way, to guard the way to the tree of life. NKJV  

 

Rev 22:1 And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding from the 

throne of God and of the Lamb. 2 In the middle of its street, and on either side of the river, was the 

tree of life, which bore twelve fruits, each tree yielding its fruit every month. The leaves of the tree 

were for the healing of the nations. 3 And there shall be no more curse, but the throne of God and 

of the Lamb shall be in it, and His servants shall serve Him. 4 They shall see His face, and His 

name shall be on their foreheads.  

 

Rev 22:12 "And behold, I am coming quickly, and My reward is with Me, to give to every one 

according to his work. 13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End, the First and 

the Last." 14 Blessed are those who do His commandments, that they may have the right to the 

tree of life, and may enter through the gates into the city. 15 But outside are dogs and sorcerers 

and sexually immoral and murderers and idolaters, and whoever loves and practices a lie. 16 "I, 

Jesus, have sent My angel to testify to you these things in the churches. I am the Root and the 

Offspring of David, the Bright and Morning Star." 17 And the Spirit and the bride say, "Come!" 

And let him who hears say, "Come!" And let him who thirsts come. Whoever desires, let him take 

the water of life freely.
