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Revelation 17:12 "The ten horns [governors of the ten regions of the global empire ruled over by the
antichrist] which you saw are ten kings who have received no kingdom as yet, but they receive authority
for one hour as kings with the beast [the antichrist]. 13 These are of one mind, and they will give their
power and authority to the beast [global unified government under the power of a Satan possessed ruler —
the antichrist]. 14 These will make war with the Lamb [Jesus], and the Lamb will overcome them
[Chapter 19], for He is Lord of lords and King of kings; and those who are with Him are called, chosen,
and faithful." 15 Then he said to me, "The waters which you saw [all people of the world], where the
harlot [global religion of the antichrist] sits, are peoples, multitudes, nations, and tongues. 16 And the ten
horns [Governors of world empire] which you saw on the beast, these will hate the harlot, make her
desolate and naked, eat her flesh and burn her with fire [all religions will be banned during the last 3.5
years of tribulation, only the worship of the antichrist as god will be allowed]. 17 For God has put it into
their hearts to fulfill His purpose, to be of one mind, and to give their kingdom to the beast [combined
antichrist/satan worship and government power], until the words of God are fulfilled. 18 And the woman
whom you saw is that great city [literal or symbolic “Mystery Babylon”] which reigns over the kings of
the earth."

Rev 17:4 The woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet, and adorned with gold and precious stones
and pearls, having in her hand a golden cup full of abominations and the filthiness of her
fornication. 5 And on her forehead a name was written: MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT,
THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND OF THE ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH. 6 I saw
the woman, drunk with the blood of the saints and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus. And
when I saw her, I marveled with great amazement.

Rev 16:10 Then the fifth angel poured out his bowl on the throne of the beast [governmental
system of the antichrist], and his kingdom became full of darkness; and they gnawed their tongues
because of the pain. 11 They blasphemed the God of heaven because of their pains and their sores,
and did not repent of their deeds.

Dan 11:41 He [the A.C.] shall also enter the Glorious Land [Israel], and many countries shall be
overthrown; but these shall escape from his hand: Edom, Moab, and the prominent people of
Ammon. 42 He shall stretch out his hand against the countries, and the land of Egypt shall not
escape. 43 He shall have power over the treasures of gold and silver, and over all the precious
things of Egypt; also the Libyans and Ethiopians shall follow at his heels. 44 But news from the
east and the north shall trouble him; therefore he shall go out with great fury to destroy and
annihilate many. 45 And he shall plant the tents of his palace between the seas and the
glorious holy mountain; yet he shall come to his end, and no one will help him.

Revelation 18:1 After these things I saw another angel coming down from heaven, having great authority,
and the earth was illuminated with his glory. 2 And he cried mightily with a loud voice, saying, "Babylon
the great is fallen, is fallen, and has become a dwelling place of demons, a prison for every foul spirit,
and a cage for every unclean and hated bird! 3 For all the nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of
her fornication, the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her, and the merchants of the earth
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have become rich through the abundance of her luxury." 4 And I heard another voice from heaven saying,
"Come out of her, my people, lest you share in her sins, and lest you receive of her plagues. 5 For her sins
have reached to heaven, and God has remembered her iniquities.

Revelation 18:6 Render to her just as she rendered to you, and repay her double according to her works; in
the cup which she has mixed, mix double for her. 7 In the measure that she glorified herself and lived
luxuriously, in the same measure give her torment and sorrow; for she says in her heart, 'I sit as queen, and
am no widow, and will not see sorrow.' 8 Therefore her plagues will come in one day — death and
mourning and famine. And she will be utterly burned with fire, for strong is the Lord God who judges her.

2 Peter 3:1 Beloved, I now write to you this second epistle (in both of which I stir up your pure
minds by way of reminder), 2 that you may be mindful of the words which were spoken before by
the holy prophets, and of the commandment of us, the apostles of the Lord and Savior, 3 knowing
this first: that scoffers will come in the last days, walking according to their own lusts, 4 and
saying, "Where is the promise of His coming? For since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue
as they were from the beginning of creation." 5 For this they willfully forget: that by the word of
God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of water and in the water, 6 by which the
world that then existed perished, being flooded with water. 7 But the heavens and the earth
which are now preserved by the same word, are reserved for fire until the day of judgment
and perdition of ungodly men. 8 But, beloved, do not forget this one thing, that with the Lord
one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day. 9 The Lord is not slack concerning
His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should
perish but that all should come to repentance.

Revelation 18:8 Therefore her plagues will come in one day — death and mourning and famine. And she
will be utterly burned with fire, for strong is the Lord God who judges her. 9 "The kings of the earth who
committed fornication and lived luxuriously with her will weep and lament for her, when they see the
smoke of her burning, 10 standing at a distance for fear of her torment, saying, 'Alas, alas, that great city
Babylon, that mighty city! For in one hour your judgment has come.' 11 "And the merchants of the earth
will weep and mourn over her, for no one buys their merchandise anymore:

Rev 16:17 Then the seventh angel poured out his bowl into the air, and a loud voice came out of
the temple of heaven, from the throne, saying, "It is done!" 18 And there were noises and
thunderings and lightnings; and there was a great earthquake, such a mighty and great earthquake
as had not occurred since men were on the earth. 19 Now the great city was divided into three
parts, and the cities of the nations fell. And great Babylon was remembered before God, to give
her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of His wrath. 20 Then every island fled away, and the
mountains were not found. 21 And great hail from heaven fell upon men, each hailstone about the
weight of a talent. Men blasphemed God because of the plague of the hail, since that plague was
exceedingly great.

Rev 6:12 I looked when He opened the sixth seal, and behold, there was a great earthquake; and
the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became like blood. 13 And the stars of
heaven fell to the earth, as a fig tree drops its late figs when it is shaken by a mighty wind. 14 Then
the sky receded as a scroll when it is rolled up, and every mountain and island was moved out of
its place. 15 And the kings of the earth, the great men, the rich men, the commanders, the
mighty men, every slave and every free man, hid themselves in the caves and in the rocks of
the mountains, 16 and said to the mountains and rocks, ''Fall on us and hide us from the face
of Him who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb! 17 For the great day of His
wrath has come, and who is able to stand?"'



Revelation 18:10 standing at a distance for fear of her torment, saying, 'Alas, alas, that great city
Babylon, that mighty city! For in one hour your judgment has come.' 11 "And the merchants of the earth
will weep and mourn over her, for no one buys their merchandise anymore: 12 merchandise of gold and
silver, precious stones and pearls, fine linen and purple, silk and scarlet, every kind of citron wood, every
kind of object of ivory, every kind of object of most precious wood, bronze, iron, and marble; 13 and
cinnamon and incense, fragrant oil and frankincense, wine and oil, fine flour and wheat, cattle and sheep,
horses and chariots, and bodies and souls of men. 14 The fruit that your soul longed for has gone from
you, and all the things which are rich and splendid have gone from you, and you shall find them no more
at all. (1 John 2:15-17)

Revelation 18:15 The merchants of these things, who became rich by her, will stand at a distance for fear
of her torment, weeping and wailing, 16 and saying, 'Alas, alas, that great city that was clothed in fine
linen, purple, and scarlet, and adorned with gold and precious stones and pearls! 17 For in one hour such
great riches came to nothing.' Every shipmaster, all who travel by ship, sailors, and as many as trade on
the sea, stood at a distance 18 and cried out when they saw the smoke of her burning, saying, 'What is like
this great city?' 19 "They threw dust on their heads and cried out, weeping and wailing, and saying, 'Alas,
alas, that great city, in which all who had ships on the sea became rich by her wealth! For in one hour she
is made desolate.' 20 "Rejoice over her, O heaven, and you holy apostles and prophets, for God has
avenged you on her!" 21 Then a mighty angel took up a stone like a great millstone and threw it into the
sea, saying, "Thus with violence the great city Babylon shall be thrown down, and shall not be found
anymore. 22 The sound of harpists, musicians, flutists, and trumpeters shall not be heard in you anymore.
No craftsman of any craft shall be found in you anymore, and the sound of a millstone shall not be heard
in you anymore. 23 The light of a lamp shall not shine in you anymore, and the voice of bridegroom and
bride shall not be heard in you anymore. For your merchants were the great men of the earth, for by your
sorcery all the nations were deceived. 24 And in her was found the blood of prophets and saints, and of all
who were slain on the earth."
