God is not Wicked We Are

All Verses are in New King James Version, 1985 Thomas Nelson 

 

Gen 2:15 Then the Lord God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to tend and keep it. 16 And 

the Lord God commanded the man, saying, "Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat; 17 but of the 

tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely 

die." 18 And the Lord God said, "It is not good that man should be alone; I will make him a helper 

comparable to him."  

 

Gen 3:4 Then the serpent said to the woman, "You will not surely die. 5 For God knows that in the day 

you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil." 6 So when the 

woman saw that the tree was good for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make 

one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her husband with her, and he ate. 7 Then the eyes 

of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and 

made themselves coverings. 8 And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool 

of the day, and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God among the trees of 

the garden. 9 Then the Lord God called to Adam and said to him, "Where are you?" 10 So he said, "I 

heard Your voice in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; and I hid myself." 11 And He said, 

"Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you that you 

should not eat?" 12 Then the man said, "The woman whom You gave to be with me, she gave me of the 

tree, and I ate." 13 And the Lord God said to the woman, "What is this you have done?" The woman said, 

"The serpent deceived me, and I ate."  

 

Gen 3:14 So the Lord God said to the serpent: "Because you have done this, You are cursed more than all 

cattle, And more than every beast of the field; On your belly you shall go, And you shall eat dust All the 

days of your life. 15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your seed and her 

Seed; He shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise His heel."  

 

Gen 3:21 Also for Adam and his wife the Lord God made tunics of skin, and clothed them.  

 

Gen 4:1 Now Adam knew Eve his wife, and she conceived and bore Cain, and said, "I have acquired a 

man from the Lord." 2 Then she bore again, this time his brother Abel. Now Abel was a keeper of sheep, 

but Cain was a tiller of the ground. 3 And in the process of time it came to pass that Cain brought an 

offering of the fruit of the ground to the Lord. 4 Abel also brought of the firstborn of his flock and of their 

fat. And the Lord respected Abel and his offering, 5 but He did not respect Cain and his offering. And 

Cain was very angry, and his countenance fell. 6 So the Lord said to Cain, "Why are you angry? And why 

has your countenance fallen? 7 If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin 

lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it." 8 Now Cain talked with Abel his 

brother; and it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel his brother and 

killed him. 9 Then the Lord said to Cain, "Where is Abel your brother?" He said, "I do not know. Am I my 

brother's keeper?" 10 And He said, "What have you done? The voice of your brother's blood cries out to 

Me from the ground. 11 So now you are cursed from the earth, which has opened its mouth to receive 

your brother's blood from your hand.  
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Gen 6:9 This is the genealogy of Noah. Noah was a just man, perfect in his generations. Noah walked with 

God. 10 And Noah begot three sons: Shem, Ham, and Japheth. 11 The earth also was corrupt before God, 

and the earth was filled with violence. 12 So God looked upon the earth, and indeed it was corrupt; for all 

flesh had corrupted their way on the earth. 13 And God said to Noah, "The end of all flesh has come 

before Me, for the earth is filled with violence through them; and behold, I will destroy them with the 

earth. 14 Make yourself an ark of gopherwood; make rooms in the ark, and cover it inside and outside 

with pitch.  

 

Gen 9:1 So God blessed Noah and his sons, and said to them: "Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth. 

Go to verse 5 Surely for your lifeblood I will demand a reckoning; from the hand of every beast I will 

require it, and from the hand of man. From the hand of every man's brother I will require the life of man. 6 

"Whoever sheds man's blood, by man his blood shall be shed; for in the image of God He made man. 7 

And as for you, be fruitful and multiply; bring forth abundantly in the earth and multiply in it."  

 

Deu 20:16 "But of the cities of these peoples which the Lord your God gives you as an inheritance, you 

shall let nothing that breathes remain alive, 17 but you shall utterly destroy them: the Hittite and the 

Amorite and the Canaanite and the Perizzite and the Hivite and the Jebusite, just as the Lord your God has 

commanded you, 18 lest they teach you to do according to all their abominations which they have done for 

their gods, and you sin against the Lord your God.  

 

Lev 20:2 "Again, you shall say to the children of Israel: 'Whoever of the children of Israel, or of the 

strangers who dwell in Israel, who gives any of his descendants to Molech, he shall surely be put to death. 

The people of the land shall stone him with stones. Go to verse 26 And you shall be holy to Me, for I the 

Lord am holy, and have separated you from the peoples, that you should be Mine. 27 'A man or a woman 

who is a medium, or who has familiar spirits, shall surely be put to death; they shall stone them with 

stones. Their blood shall be upon them.'"

Deut 21:18 – stoning a rebellious son 

 

Deut 22:22 "If a man is found lying with a woman married to a husband, then both of them shall die — 

the man that lay with the woman, and the woman; so you shall put away the evil from Israel.  

 

2 Sam 11:2 Then it happened one evening that David arose from his bed and walked on the roof of the 

king's house. And from the roof he saw a woman bathing, and the woman was very beautiful to behold. 3 

So David sent and inquired about the woman. And someone said, "Is this not Bathsheba, the daughter of 

Eliam, the wife of Uriah the Hittite?" 4 Then David sent messengers, and took her; and she came to him, 

and he lay with her, for she was cleansed from her impurity; and she returned to her house. 5 And the 

woman conceived; so she sent and told David, and said, "I am with child." 6 Then David sent to Joab, 

saying, "Send me Uriah the Hittite." And Joab sent Uriah to David.  

 

2 Sam 12:7 Then Nathan said to David, "You are the man! Thus says the Lord God of Israel: 'I anointed 

you king over Israel, and I delivered you from the hand of Saul. 8 I gave you your master's house and your 

master's wives into your keeping, and gave you the house of Israel and Judah. And if that had been too 

little, I also would have given you much more! 9 Why have you despised the commandment of the Lord, 

to do evil in His sight? You have killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword; you have taken his wife to be 

your wife, and have killed him with the sword of the people of Ammon. 10 Now therefore, the sword shall 

never depart from your house, because you have despised Me, and have taken the wife of Uriah the Hittite 

to be your wife.' Go to verse 13 So David said to Nathan, "I have sinned against the Lord." And Nathan 
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said to David, "The Lord also has put away your sin; you shall not die. 14 However, because by this deed 

you have given great occasion to the enemies of the Lord to blaspheme, the child also who is born to you 

shall surely die." [see Psalm 51 – repentance, humility, request for forgiveness, worshiping the loving 

God], [Also see 2 Chron 33:1-17 and 2 Kings 24:1-4 about King Manasseh] 

 

John 8:21 Then Jesus said to them again, "I am going away, and you will seek Me, and will die in your 

sin. Where I go you cannot come." 22 So the Jews said, "Will He kill Himself, because He says, 'Where I 

go you cannot come'?" 23 And He said to them, "You are from beneath; I am from above. You are of this 

world; I am not of this world. 24 Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not 

believe that I am He, you will die in your sins." Go to verse 28 Then Jesus said to them, "When you lift 

up the Son of Man, then you will know that I am He, and that I do nothing of Myself; but as My Father 

taught Me, I speak these things. 29 And He who sent Me is with Me. The Father has not left Me alone, for 

I always do those things that please Him." 30 As He spoke these words, many believed in Him. 31 Then 

Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, "If you abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed. 32 

And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free."
