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Exo 40:1 Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying: 
2 "On the first day of the first month you shall set 
up the tabernacle of the tent of meeting. 3 You 
shall put in it the ark of the Testimony, and 
partition off the ark with the veil. 



Exo 40:4 You shall bring in the table 
and arrange the things that are to be 
set in order on it; and you shall bring 
in the lampstand and light its lamps. 
5 You shall also set the altar of gold 
for the incense before the ark of the 
Testimony, and put up the screen for 
the door of the tabernacle.





Exo 40:6 Then you shall set the altar of the 
burnt offering before the door of the 
tabernacle of the tent of meeting. 7 And 
you shall set the laver between the 
tabernacle of meeting and the altar, and put 
water in it. 8 You shall set up the court all 
around, and hang up the screen at the 
court gate.



Exo 40:9 "And you shall take the anointing oil, 
and anoint the tabernacle and all that is in it; 
and you shall hallow it and all its utensils, and 
it shall be holy. 10 You shall anoint the altar of 
the burnt offering and all its utensils, and 
consecrate the altar. The altar shall be most 
holy. 11 And you shall anoint the laver and its 
base, and consecrate it. 



Exo 40:12 "Then you 
shall bring Aaron and 
his sons to the door of 
the tabernacle of 
meeting and wash 
them with water. 13 
You shall put the holy 
garments on Aaron, 
and anoint him and 
consecrate him, that 
he may minister to Me 
as priest.  (Details in 
Lev 8)



Matt 26:10 But when Jesus was aware of it, He 
said to them, "Why do you trouble the woman? 
For she has done a good work for Me. 11 For 
you have the poor with you always, but Me you 
do not have always. 12 For in pouring this 
fragrant oil on My body, she did it for My burial 
(establishing the New Covenant in His blood). 
13 Assuredly, I say to you, wherever this 
gospel is preached in the whole world, what 
this woman has done will also be told as a 
memorial to her." (See Hebrews 7)



Exo 40:14 And you 
shall bring his sons 
and clothe them with 
tunics. 15 You shall 
anoint them, as you 
anointed their father, 
that they may 
minister to Me as 
priests; for their 
anointing shall surely 
be an everlasting 
priesthood throughout 
their generations." 



Exo 40:16 Thus Moses did; according to all 
that the Lord had commanded him, so he did. 
17 And it came to pass in the first month of the 
second year, on the first day of the month, that 
the tabernacle was raised up. 



Exo 40:18 So Moses raised up the tabernacle, 
fastened its sockets, set up its boards, put in 
its bars, and raised up its pillars. 19 And he 
spread out the tent over the tabernacle and 
put the covering of the tent on top of it, as 
the Lord had commanded Moses. 



Exo 40:20 He took the Testimony and put it into 
the ark, inserted the poles through the rings of 
the ark, and put the mercy seat on top of the 
ark. 21 And he brought the ark into the 
tabernacle, hung up the veil of the covering, and 
partitioned off the ark of the Testimony, as the 
Lord had commanded Moses. 



Read Exodus 40, Verses 22-33



Exo 40:34 Then the cloud covered the tabernacle 
of meeting, and the glory of the Lord filled the 
tabernacle. 35 And Moses was not able to enter 
the tabernacle of meeting, because the cloud 
rested above it, and the glory of the Lord filled the 
tabernacle. 36 Whenever the cloud was taken up 
from above the tabernacle, the children of Israel 
would go onward in all their journeys. 37 But if 
the cloud was not taken up, then they did not 
journey till the day that it was taken up. 38 For 
the cloud of the Lord was above the tabernacle by 
day, and fire was over it by night, in the sight of 
all the house of Israel, throughout all their 
journeys. 
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Matt 5:17 "Do not think that I came to 
destroy the Law or the Prophets. I did 
not come to destroy but to fulfill. 18 For 
assuredly, I say to you, till heaven and 
earth pass away, one jot or one tittle will 
by no means pass from the law till all is 
fulfilled. 



Heb 4:14 Seeing then that we have a 
great High Priest who has passed through 
the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us 
hold fast our confession. 15 For we do not 
have a High Priest who cannot sympathize 
with our weaknesses, but was in all points 
tempted as we are, yet without sin. 16 Let 
us therefore come boldly to the throne of 
grace, that we may obtain mercy and find 
grace to help in time of need.



Heb 8:1 Now this is the main point of the 
things we are saying: We have such a High 
Priest, who is seated at the right hand of the 
throne of the Majesty in the heavens, 2 a 
Minister of the sanctuary and of the true 
tabernacle which the Lord erected, and not 
man. 3 For every high priest is appointed to 
offer both gifts and sacrifices. Therefore it is 
necessary that this One [Jesus] also have 
something to offer. 



Heb 8:4 For if He were on earth, He would not 
be a priest, since there are priests who offer 
the gifts according to the law; 5 who serve the 
copy and shadow of the heavenly things, as 
Moses was divinely instructed when he was 
about to make the tabernacle. For He said, 
"See that you make all things according to the 
pattern shown you on the mountain." 6 But 
now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, 
inasmuch as He is also Mediator of a better 
covenant, which was established on better 
promises. 



Heb 9:1 Then indeed, even the first covenant had 
ordinances of divine service and the earthly 
sanctuary. 2 For a tabernacle was prepared: the first 
part, in which was the lampstand, the table, and the 
showbread, which is called the sanctuary; 3 and 
behind the second veil, the part of the tabernacle 
which is called the Holiest of All, 4 which had the 
golden censer and the ark of the covenant overlaid 
on all sides with gold, in which were the golden pot 
that had the manna, Aaron's rod that budded, and 
the tablets of the covenant; 5 and above it were the 
cherubim of glory overshadowing the mercy seat. Of 
these things we cannot now speak in detail. 



Hebrews 9:6 Now when these things had 
been thus prepared, the priests always went 
into the first part of the tabernacle, 
performing the services. 7 But into the 
second part the high priest went alone once 
a year, not without blood, which he offered 
for himself and for the people's sins 
committed in ignorance; 8 the Holy Spirit 
indicating this, that the way into the Holiest 
of All was not yet made manifest while the 
first tabernacle was still standing. 



Hebrews 9:9 It was symbolic for the 
present time in which both gifts and 
sacrifices are offered which cannot 
make him who performed the service 
perfect in regard to the conscience —  
10 concerned only with foods and 
drinks, various washings, and fleshly 
ordinances imposed until the time of 
reformation. 



Heb 9:11 But Christ came as High Priest of 
the good things to come, with the greater 
and more perfect tabernacle not made with 
hands, that is, not of this creation. 12 Not 
with the blood of goats and calves, but with 
His own blood He entered the Most Holy 
Place once for all, having obtained eternal 
redemption. 



Heb 9:13 For if the blood of bulls and 
goats and the ashes of a heifer, 
sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies for the 
purifying of the flesh, 14 how much more 
shall the blood of Christ, who through the 
eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot 
to God, cleanse your conscience from 
dead works to serve the living God? 



Heb 9:15 And for this reason He is the 
Mediator of the new covenant, by means of 
death, for the redemption of the 
transgressions under the first covenant, that 
those who are called may receive the 
promise of the eternal inheritance. 



Heb 8:7 For if that first covenant had been 
faultless, then no place would have been 
sought for a second. 8 Because finding fault 
with them, He says (in Jeremiah 31:31-34) : 
"Behold, the days are coming, says the 
Lord, when I will make a new covenant with 
the house of Israel and with the house of 
Judah — 9 not according to the covenant 
that I made with their fathers in the day 
when I took them by the hand to lead them 
out of the land of Egypt; because they did 
not continue in My covenant, and I 
disregarded them, says the Lord. 



Heb 8:10 For this is the covenant that I will 
make with the house of Israel after those 
days, says the Lord: I will put My laws in 
their mind and write them on their hearts; 
and I will be their God, and they shall be My 
people. 11 None of them shall teach his 
neighbor, and none his brother, saying, 
'Know the Lord,' for all shall know Me, from 
the least of them to the greatest of them. 
12 For I will be merciful to their 
unrighteousness, and their sins and their 
lawless deeds I will remember no more."



Rev 11:15 Then the seventh angel sounded: 
And there were loud voices in heaven, 
saying, "The kingdoms of this world have 
become the kingdoms of our Lord and of 
His Christ, and He shall reign forever and 
ever!" 16 And the twenty-four elders who 
sat before God on their thrones fell on their 
faces and worshiped God, 17 saying: "We 
give You thanks, O Lord God Almighty, the 
One who is and who was and who is to 
come, because You have taken Your great 
power and reigned. 



Rev 11:18 The nations were angry, and 
Your wrath has come, and the time of the 
dead, that they should be judged, and that 
You should reward Your servants the 
prophets and the saints, and those who fear 
Your name, small and great, and should 
destroy those who destroy the earth." 19 
Then the temple of God was opened in 
heaven, and the ark of His covenant was 
seen in His temple. And there were 
lightnings, noises, thunderings, an 
earthquake, and great hail. 



Rev 22:18 For I testify to everyone who hears 
the words of the prophecy of this book: If 
anyone adds to these things, God will add to 
him the plagues that are written in this book; 
19 and if anyone takes away from the words 
of the book of this prophecy, God shall take 
away his part from the Book of Life, from the 
holy city, and from the things which are 
written in this book. 20 He who testifies to 
these things says, "Surely I am coming 
quickly." Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus! 
21 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with 
you all. Amen.
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
