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Acts 19:28-20:24 
But None of These Things Moved Me 
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All verses are from the New King James Version, 1985 Thomas Nelson 
 
Acts 19:23 And about that time there arose a great commotion about the Way [Christians]. 24 For a 
certain man named Demetrius, a silversmith, who made silver shrines of Diana, brought no small profit 
to the craftsmen. 25 He called them together with the workers of similar occupation, and said: "Men, 
you know that we have our prosperity by this trade. 26 Moreover you see and hear that not only at 
Ephesus, but throughout almost all Asia, this Paul has persuaded and turned away many people, saying 
that they are not gods which are made with hands. 27 So not only is this trade of ours in danger of 
falling into disrepute, but also the temple of the great goddess Diana may be despised and her 
magnificence destroyed, whom all Asia and the world worship."  

 
Rev 2:1 "To the angel of the church of Ephesus write, 'These things says He who holds the 
seven stars [angel/messenger/pastor? of the seven churches] in His right hand, who walks in 
the midst of the seven golden lampstands [the church congregation]: 2 "I know your works, 
your labor, your patience, and that you cannot bear those who are evil. And you have tested 
those who say they are apostles and are not, and have found them liars; 3 and you have 
persevered and have patience, and have labored for My name's sake and have not become 
weary. 4 Nevertheless I have this against you, that you have left your first love. 5 Remember 
therefore from where you have fallen; repent and do the first works, or else I will come to 
you quickly and remove your lampstand from its place — unless you repent.  

 
Acts 19:28 Now when they heard this, they were full of wrath and cried out, saying, "Great is Diana of 
the Ephesians!" 29 So the whole city was filled with confusion, and rushed into the theater [ruins of 
which are there to this day – seated 25,000] with one accord, having seized Gaius [from Derbe] and 
Aristarchus [from Thessalonica], Macedonians, Paul's travel companions. 30 And when Paul wanted to 
go in to the people, the disciples would not allow him. 31 Then some of the officials of Asia, who were 
his friends, sent to him pleading that he would not venture into the theater. 32 Some therefore cried one 
thing and some another, for the assembly was confused, and most of them did not know why they had 
come together. 33 And they drew Alexander out of the multitude, the Jews putting him forward. And 
Alexander motioned with his hand, and wanted to make his defense to the people.  
 

1 Tim 1:18 This charge I commit to you, son Timothy, according to the prophecies previously 
made concerning you, that by them you may wage the good warfare, 19 having faith and a 
good conscience, which some having rejected, concerning the faith have suffered shipwreck, 20 
of whom are Hymenaeus and Alexander, whom I delivered to Satan that they may learn not to 
blaspheme.  
 
2 Tim 4:13 Bring the cloak that I left with Carpus at Troas when you come — and the books, 
especially the parchments. 14 Alexander the coppersmith did me much harm. May the Lord 
repay him according to his works. 15 You also must beware of him, for he has greatly resisted 
our words.  

 
Acts 19:34 But when they found out that he was a Jew, all with one voice cried out for about two 
hours, "Great is Diana of the Ephesians!" 35 And when the city clerk had quieted the crowd, he said: 
"Men of Ephesus, what man is there who does not know that the city of the Ephesians is temple 
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guardian of the great goddess Diana, and of the image which fell down from Zeus? 36 Therefore, 
since these things cannot be denied, you ought to be quiet and do nothing rashly. 37 For you have 
brought these men here who are neither robbers of temples nor blasphemers of your goddess. 38 
Therefore, if Demetrius and his fellow craftsmen have a case against anyone, the courts are open and 
there are proconsuls. Let them bring charges against one another. 39 But if you have any other inquiry 
to make, it shall be determined in the lawful assembly. 40 For we are in danger of being called in 
question for today's uproar, there being no reason which we may give to account for this disorderly 
gathering." 41 And when he had said these things, he dismissed the assembly.  

Acts 20:1 After the uproar had ceased, Paul called the 
disciples to himself, embraced them, and departed to go to 
Macedonia. 2 Now when he had gone over that region and 
encouraged them with many words, he came to Greece 3 and 
stayed three months. And when the Jews plotted against him 
as he was about to sail to Syria, he decided to return through 
Macedonia. 4 And Sopater of Berea accompanied him to Asia 
— also Aristarchus and Secundus of the Thessalonians, and 
Gaius of Derbe, and Timothy, and Tychicus and Trophimus 
of Asia. 5 These men, going ahead, waited for us at Troas. 6 
But we sailed away from Philippi after the Days of 

Unleavened Bread [Passover - spring], and in five days joined them at Troas, where we stayed seven 
days. 7 Now on the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul, ready 
to depart the next day, spoke to them and continued his message until midnight. 8 There were many 
lamps in the upper room where they were gathered together. 9 And in a window sat a certain young 
man named Eutychus, who was sinking into a deep sleep. He was overcome by sleep; and as Paul 
continued speaking, he fell down from the third story and was taken up dead.  
 
Acts 20:10 But Paul went down, fell on him, and embracing him said, "Do not trouble yourselves, for 
his life is in him." 11 Now when he had come up, had broken bread and eaten, and talked a long while, 
even till daybreak, he departed. 12 And they brought the young man in alive, and they were not a little 
comforted. 13 Then we went ahead to the ship and sailed to Assos, there intending to take Paul on 
board; for so he had given orders, intending himself to go on foot. 14 And when he met us at Assos, we 
took him on board and came to Mitylene. 15 We sailed from there, and the next day came opposite 
Chios. The following day we arrived at Samos and stayed at Trogyllium. The next day we came to 
Miletus. 16 For Paul had decided to sail past Ephesus, so that he would not have to spend time in Asia; 
for he was hurrying to be at Jerusalem, if possible, on the Day of Pentecost. 17 From Miletus he sent to 
Ephesus and called for the elders [pastors – 1 Peter 5:1-2] of the church. 18 And when they had come 
to him, he said to them: "You know, from the first day that I came to Asia, in what manner I always 
lived among you, 19 serving the Lord with all humility, with many tears and trials which happened to 
me by the plotting of the Jews; 20 how I kept back nothing that was helpful, but proclaimed it to you, 
and taught you publicly and from house to house, 21 testifying to Jews, and also to Greeks, repentance 
toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ. 22 And see, now I go bound in the spirit to 
Jerusalem, not knowing the things that will happen to me there, 23 except that the Holy Spirit testifies 
in every city, saying that chains and tribulations await me. 24 But none of these things move me; nor 
do I count my life dear to myself, so that I may finish my race with joy, and the ministry which I 
received from the Lord Jesus, to testify to the gospel of the grace of God.  
 

2 Cor 11:21 To our shame I say that we were too weak for that! But in whatever anyone is bold 
— I speak foolishly — I am bold also. 22 Are they Hebrews? So am I. Are they Israelites? So 
am I. Are they the seed of Abraham? So am I. 23 Are they ministers of Christ? — I speak as a 
fool — I am more: in labors more abundant, in stripes above measure, in prisons more 
frequently, in deaths often. 24 From the Jews five times I received forty stripes minus one. 25 
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Three times I was beaten with rods; once I was stoned; three times I was shipwrecked; a night 
and a day I have been in the deep; 26 in journeys often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, 
in perils of my own countrymen, in perils of the Gentiles, in perils in the city, in perils in the 
wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among false brethren; 27 in weariness and toil, in 
sleeplessness often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold and nakedness —  28 besides 
the other things, what comes upon me daily: my deep concern for all the churches. 29 Who is 
weak, and I am not weak? Who is made to stumble, and I do not burn with indignation? 30 If I 
must boast, I will boast in the things which concern my infirmity.
