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Acts 27:41 But striking a place where two seas met, they ran the ship aground; and the prow stuck fast and 

remained immovable, but the stern was being broken up by the violence of the waves. 42 And the soldiers' 

plan was to kill the prisoners, lest any of them should swim away and escape. 43 But the centurion, 

wanting to save Paul, kept them from their purpose, and commanded that those who could swim should 

jump overboard first and get to land, 44 and the rest, some on boards and some on parts of the ship. And so 

it was that they all escaped safely to land.  

 

Acts 28:1 Now when they had escaped, they 

then found out that the island was called Malta. 

2 And the natives showed us unusual kindness; 

for they kindled a fire and made us all 

welcome, because of the rain that was falling 

and because of the cold. 3 But when Paul had 

gathered a bundle of sticks and laid them on 

the fire, a viper came out because of the heat, 

and fastened on his hand. 4 So when the 

natives saw the creature hanging from his 

hand, they said to one another, "No doubt this 

man is a murderer, whom, though he has 

escaped the sea, yet justice does not allow to 

live." 5 But he shook off the creature into the fire and suffered no harm. 6 However, they were expecting 

that he would swell up or suddenly fall down dead. But after they had looked for a long time and saw no 

harm come to him, they changed their minds and said that he was a god. 7 In that region there was an estate 

of the leading citizen of the island [Roman governor of Malta], whose name was Publius, who received us 

and entertained us courteously for three days. 8 And it happened that the father of Publius lay sick of a fever 

and dysentery. Paul went in to him and prayed, and he laid his hands on him and healed him. 9 So when this 

was done, the rest of those on the island who had diseases also came and were healed. (But did not always 

have the gift of healing - 2 Tim 4:20 Erastus stayed in Corinth, but Trophimus I have left in Miletus sick.) 10 

They also honored us in many ways; and when we departed, they provided such things as were necessary.  

 

Acts 28:11 After three months we sailed in an Alexandrian [Egyptian] ship whose figurehead was the Twin 

Brothers, which had wintered at the island. 12 And landing at Syracuse [Sicily], we stayed three days. 13 

From there we circled round and reached Rhegium [Tip of the boot on foot of Italy]. And after one day the 

south wind blew; and the next day we came to Puteoli [Naples Italy today], 14 where we found brethren, 

and were invited to stay with them seven days. And so we went toward Rome. 15 And from there, when the 

brethren heard about us, they came to meet us as far as Appii Forum and Three Inns. When Paul saw them, 

he thanked God and took courage. 16 Now when we came to Rome, the centurion delivered the prisoners to 

the captain of the guard; but Paul was permitted to dwell by himself with the soldier who guarded him.  
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Acts 28:17 And it came to pass after three days that Paul called the leaders of the Jews together. So when 

they had come together, he said to them: "Men and brethren, though I have done nothing against our people 

or the customs of our fathers, yet I was delivered as a prisoner from Jerusalem into the hands of the Romans, 

18 who, when they had examined me, wanted to let me go, because there was no cause for putting me to 

death. 19 But when the Jews spoke against it, I was compelled to appeal to Caesar, not that I had anything of 

which to accuse my nation. 20 For this reason therefore I have called for you, to see you and speak with you, 

because for the hope of Israel I am bound with this chain." 21 Then they said to him, "We neither received 

letters from Judea concerning you, nor have any of the brethren who came reported or spoken any evil of 

you. 22 But we desire to hear from you what you think; for concerning this sect, we know that it is spoken 

against everywhere." 23 So when they had appointed him a day, many came to him at his lodging, to whom 

he explained and solemnly testified of the kingdom of God, persuading them concerning Jesus from both the 

Law of Moses and the Prophets, from morning till evening. 24 And some were persuaded by the things 

which were spoken, and some disbelieved.  

 

Rom 10:1 Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be saved. 2 For I 

bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but not according to knowledge. 3 For they being 

ignorant of God's righteousness, and seeking to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted 

to the righteousness of God. 4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who 

believes. 5 For Moses writes about the righteousness which is of the law, "The man who does those 

things shall live by them."  

 

Acts 28:25 So when they did not agree among themselves, they departed after Paul had said one word: "The 

Holy Spirit spoke rightly through Isaiah the prophet to our fathers, 26 saying, 'Go to this people and say: 

'Hearing you will hear, and shall not understand; and seeing you will see, and not perceive; 27 for the hearts 

of this people have grown dull. Their ears are hard of hearing, and their eyes they have closed, lest they 

should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, lest they should understand with their hearts and turn, so 

that I should heal them."'  

 

Luke 10:21 In that hour Jesus rejoiced in the Spirit and said, "I thank You, Father, Lord of heaven 

and earth, that You have hidden these things from the wise and prudent and revealed them to babes. 

Even so, Father, for so it seemed good in Your sight. 22 All things have been delivered to Me by My 

Father, and no one knows who the Son is except the Father, and who the Father is except the Son, 

and the one to whom the Son wills to reveal Him."  

 

Isa 6:1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and 

the train of His robe filled the temple.  

 

2 Cor 12:3 And I know such a man — whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, 

God knows —  4 how he was caught up into Paradise and heard inexpressible words, which it 

is not lawful for a man to utter. 5 Of such a one I will boast; yet of myself I will not boast, 

except in my infirmities.  

 

Isa 6:2 Above it stood seraphim; each one had six wings: with two he covered his face, with two he 

covered his feet, and with two he flew. 3 And one cried to another and said: "Holy, holy, holy is the 

Lord of hosts; the whole earth is full of His glory!"  
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Ezek 28:14 "You [satan] were the anointed cherub who covers; I established you; you were 

on the holy mountain of God; you walked back and forth in the midst of fiery stones. 15 You 

were perfect in your ways from the day you were created, till iniquity was found in you.  

 

Isa 6:4 And the posts of the door were shaken by the voice of him who cried out, and the house was 

filled with smoke. 5 So I said: "Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of unclean lips, and 

I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; for my eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts." 6 

Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand a live coal which he had taken with the 

tongs from the altar. 7 And he touched my mouth with it, and said: "Behold, this has touched your 

lips; your iniquity is taken away, and your sin purged." 8 Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying: 

"Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?" Then I said, "Here am I! Send me." 9 And He said, 

"Go, and tell this people: 'Keep on hearing, but do not understand; keep on seeing, but do not 

perceive.'  10 "Make the heart of this people dull, and their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they 

see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and return and be 

healed." 11 Then I said, "Lord, how long?" [Do I preach] And He answered: "Until the cities are laid 

waste and without inhabitant, the houses are without a man, the land is utterly desolate, 12 The Lord 

has removed men far away, and the forsaken places are many in the midst of the land. 13 But yet a 

tenth will be in it, and will return and be for consuming, as a terebinth tree or as an oak, whose stump 

remains when it is cut down. So the holy seed shall be its stump."  

 

Acts 28:28 "Therefore let it be known to you that the salvation of God has been sent to the Gentiles, and 

they will hear it!" 29 And when he had said these words, the Jews departed and had a great dispute among 

themselves. 30 Then Paul dwelt two whole years in his own rented house, and received all who came to him, 

31 preaching the kingdom of God and teaching the things which concern the Lord Jesus Christ with all 

confidence, no one forbidding him.
